Please join us when American born, Jerusalem-
based scribe, artist and teacher Shel Bassel returns
to Fort Wayne as scholar-in-residence at
Congregation B'nai Jacob on Wednesday, January
18, 2017.

Shel grew up in Johnstown, Pennsylvania and
Dayton, Ohio and began to teach himself Hebrew
and English calligraphy from age 11. He completed
his initial training as a sofer in Jerusalem in 1976 and
received kabbalat sofrim (scribal ordination) from
Reb Chaim Kass, a well known teacher of sofrut at
the time. He then lived in Boston between 1976 and
1983 where he also studied with the renown posek
(Halakha decisor) Rabbi Mordechai Savitsky, z'l, from
whom he received kabbalat sofrim.

Since making aliyah some 33 years ago, Shel has
written more than two dozen sifrei Torah and
repaired and refurbished many dozens more.
Likewise, he has done work at synagogues,
institutions and for private customers in the US, Israel
and Hungary.

Over more than 40 years he has written many
dozens of megillot, tefillin and mezuzot in addition to
numerous works of Hebrew calligraphic art.

Shel is currently writing a Torah scroll in Washington
DC. When completed it will be the first time an entire
scroll has been written in that city.
