Dr. Hoffman has an extensive history as a politician and war expert in Israel. He is the co-
founder of the International Policy Institute for counter-terrorism, served as personal
assistant to Prime Minister Yitzchak Rabin during his political campaigns and coordinated
the Israeli delegation that negotiated peace with Syria.

He was a senior advisor to the Minister of Defense and he advised the Health Minister on
international economic cooperation.

Dr. Hoffman is also a former member of Knesset, having served on Israel’'s defense and
foreign affairs committees in the 19th Knesset, eventually chairing the sub-committee on
foreign affairs and public diplomacy.

With a Ph.D. in war studies from King’s College in London, Dr. Hoffman is an expert in
political psychology. He specializes in psychological and cultural barriers in conflict
resolution and in political negotiations.

More recently, Dr. Hoffman was a lecturer and researcher at the school of government at the
Interdisciplinary Center Herzliya.

JEWISH COFFEE CAKE

Ingredients:

1/2 cup butter

1 cup white sugar

2 eggs

2 cups all-purpose flour

1 teaspoon baking soda

1 teaspoon baking powder
1 cup sour cream

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

1 cup chopped walnuts

1/2 cup confectioners' sugar
2 teaspoons ground cinnamon
2 tablespoons butter, melted

Directions

1.Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175
degrees C). Grease and flour a 9x9 inch
pan. Combine the flour, baking soda and
baking powder; set aside.

2.In a medium bowl, cream together the
sugar, butter and eggs until smooth. Add
the flour mixture and beat until smooth.
Finally, stir in the sour cream and vanilla.
In a separate bowl, combine the nuts,
confectioners' sugar and cinnamon.

3.Spread half of the batter into the 9x9
inch pan. Sprinkle a layer of the nut
mixture, then spread the remaining batter
and top with the rest of the nut mixture.
Spread the melted butter over the top.

4.Bake for 1 hour in the preheated oven,
until cake springs back to the touch.m
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ROASTED POMEGRANATE AND SAGE CHICKEN

Serves 4, can be doubled

1 whole chicken, cut in 1/8’s

2 tablespoons olive oll

4 garlic cloves, minced

1 teaspoon kosher salt

1/4 cup fresh sage, finely chopped, plus extra leaves
for stuffing or 3 teaspoons dried sage

16 ounces (2 cups) pure pomegranate juice

1 cup chicken broth

1 teaspoon black pepper

2 tablespoons balsamic vinegar

2 tablespoons brown sugar

Pomegranate seeds for garnish

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

In a small bowl, mix olive oil with garlic, sage and
salt.

Rub mixture evenly, all over chicken, making sure
to get most of it under the skin.

Place chicken in a small roasting pan or baking
dish. Add broth and 2 tablespoons pomegranate
juice into the bottom of the roasting pan. Roast for
about 1 hour to 1 hour and 15 minutes, basting
chicken with the juices from the bottom of the pan
every 30 minutes.

While chicken is roasting, pour remaining
pomegranate juice in a small saucepan. Stir in
pepper, balsamic vinegar and sugar and bring to a
boil. Reduce heat to medium, and simmer until juice
is reduced to a syrup, about 15-20 minutes.

Remove chicken from oven and pour % of the
glaze over the chicken. If the glaze has hardened,
heat it over low heat until fluid. Pour remaining glaze
over chicken, just before serving, and garnish with
pomegranate seeds.m



Retired local leader joins library board

Look around the nonprofit
boards in Fort Wayne, and you
might be hard-pressed to find
one that Ben Eisbart has not
served, usually as an officer.
A newly retired senior human
resources officer at Steel
Dynamics Inc., Eisbart has just
joined one more: the Allen
County Public Library.

He is one of two people from Fort Wayne
Community Schools representing the interests of its
30,000 students. He replaces Alan McMahan, who
served 16 years before retiring. He will serve with
Martin E. Seifert.

Eisbart sought this volunteer position after his
executive search firm was selected to find a library
director, resulting in the hire of Jeff Krull three
decades ago.

“I got to know the inner workings of the library,”
Eisbart said. “I always kept my eye on the library.
“When | found out that a position was going to open
up, | said to some folks there, ‘If you're thinking of
someone to appoint, I'd like to be considered.’ We've
always gone to the library with the kids.”

The kids are his two grown sons, Josh and Jake,
graduates of ElImhurst High School and Indiana
University. They both now live in Denver, he said.
Although his children haven’t stayed in Fort Wayne,
Eisbart loves the Fort. He grew up outside New
Haven, Connecticut, and attended Rensselaer
Polytechnic Institute in Troy, New York. He then
graduated from Alfred University with a degree in
English and a master’s in counseling. While at
Alfred, he met his wife, Sharon, owner of Sharon
Eisbart Corporate Art.

He tried being a stock broker but didn't like what he
saw. “There were trades that were made that were
unnecessary,” he said.

With a master’s in counseling and a penchant for
volunteer work, the Jewish Federation pitched him
as a candidate to lead local chapters. The one that
worked for him was Fort Wayne. He moved here and
served as the executive director for the Jewish
Federation for seven years.

He then moved to the corporate
world and worked for OmniSource,
then Steel Dynamics.

He is now the chairman of the
Fort Wayne Philharmonic board
and vice president of the Fort
Wayne Civic Theatre. “We have
wonderful culture in Fort Wayne,”
he said.

He chaired the board for the Fort
Wayne Art Museum. He is a board
member for Greater Fort Wayne Inc. and the AWS
Foundation. He is co-chair of Bizpac, a political
action committee that endorses candidates for local
or statewide offices deemed supportive of area
business activities. He is the vice president of the
local Capital Improvement Board that covers the city
and county. He is also on the community relations
board for the Jewish Federation.

Being retired means he can devote even more time
to these boards, he said.

So, what kind of books does he like?

When he was growing up, Eisbart read Tom Swift
and the Hardy Boys.

He remembers his mother subscribing to the book
of the month club, and when he was old enough, he
read those.

He is partial to John Grisham’s books, which he
describes as a “great sort of lawn chair type of read,”
although “the quality of his writing, well, he’s not
Upton Sinclair.” Recently he just finished “Go Set a
Watchman” by Harper Lee, author of the classic “To
Kill a Mockingbird.”

So it may surprise some readers that he also finds
“Atlas Shrugged,” the Ayn Ran best-seller, a good
read. His eclecticism is also found in his choice
of periodicals from the New York Times to the Wall
Street Journal, the New Republic to the Weekly
Standard.

“I try to balance it out,” he said.

His biggest collection — besides the 1,200 books in
his bookshelf — are cookbooks. “My wife does not
cook,” he explains.

“In order to survive, | thought | ought to start
cooking.”

He estimates he has 350 to 400 cookbooks in his
kitchen. “I can tell you,” he said. “They’re all mine.”

Israeli flag from famed Exodus ship donated to US
Holocaust museum

(JTA) — The Israeli flag that flew over the SS Exodus carrying
Holocaust refugees to Palestine reportedly was donated to the U.S. Holocaust
Memorial Museum.

The flag was delivered to the museum by one of the donors, Bill Silverstein of
Chicago, on Tuesday, the New York Times reported.

Some 4,500 Holocaust survivors and other refugees were on board the Exodus
when British officials turned it away from the shores of then-Palestine in 1947.
The passengers were forced to return to Germany and were placed in displaced
persons camps.

Brothers Bill and Tom Silverstein, partners in a Chicago real estate firm,
acquired the flag recently from the Kedem auction house in Jerusalem for
$144,000 and decided to donate it to the museum, according to the report.

Museum director Sara Bloomfield told the New York Times the flag is “a rare
treasure.”

The flag sat hidden in the home of American sailor Michael Weiss in
Philadelphia for more than 30 years, and it was later acquired by a rabbi in
Jerusalem.

The story of the Exodus was made famous by the best-selling book by Leon
Uris, published in 1958. A film based on the book starring Paul Newman came out
two years later. January 20, 2016
